When you register, you are saying that it is your wish to travel down this road of Life and Faith with the parish community by becoming active with the parish mission and vision and 
supporting it.   ●   The information you write on this form will enable our clergy to know you better, connect with you through parish bulletins, and minister to each of you especially during time of crisis.   ●   After you register, you will 
receive a box of Planned Giving Envelopes, upon request from the parish secretary, to place your regular contributions.   ●   If you do not wish to receive the Planned Giving Envelopes, this should not be a reason not to register as you 
may support the parish in many other ways (please see back of this page).  ●   Registration is required for Baptism, Confirmation, and First Holy Communion.   ●   Registering to a parish gives you a sense of belonging and identity in a 
parish community.
