A FEW THINGS ABOUT OUR COVID-SAFE PRACTICES 

 It is no longer mandatory to wear a face mask in church—though it is recommended if you are able to do that 
comfortably. However, in our parish it is mandatory to wear a mask when coming forward to receive Holy 
Communion. 

 When coming forward to receive Holy Communion please keep your face mask on while the minister places the 
Host on your hands.  Then step well to the side, lower your mask & receive Communion, & then replace your mask. 

 When we have a Eucharistic Minister assisting the celebrant in giving Holy Communion at Lindfield (where there is 
just one central aisle) please come down the aisle single-file and 1.5m apart and then move to one or other minister 
when you reach the front.

THE SACRAMENT OF RECONCILIATION AND LENT 

Since Lent is the time of Easter preparation please make use 
of the whole of Lent to celebrate the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation, which is celebrated each Saturday   When 
Easter arrives our Lenten preparation is over so please note 
that there will be NO opportunities for the celebration of 
Reconciliation once Holy Week begins, including no 
Reconciliations at the normal Saturday time on Holy 
Saturday. Oliva, 22, didn’t have the

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In one of his sermons on the Eucharist, Ronald Knox made 
this observation: throughout two thousand years of history, 
Christians, both whole churches and individual believers, 
have consistently been able to ignore many of Jesus' key 
commandments and invitations. We have either been too 
weak to follow his counsels or we have rationalised them 
away somehow.  

And so, to a large extent, we have exempted ourselves from 
the demand to love our enemies, to turn the other cheek 
when attacked, to forgive 70 times 7, to leave our gift at the 
altar and first go and seek reconciliation with our brother  
or sister before we worship, to place justice on the same 
level as worship, to see mercy as more important than 
dogma, not to commit adultery, not to steal, not to call 
someone a fool, not to tell lies, not to give in to jealousy. We 
have, in virtually every one of these areas, individually and 
collectively, a history of infidelity and rationalisation. 

But we have, for the most part, been faithful and consistent 
throughout all the years to one of Jesus’ commands: to 
celebrate the Eucharist, to meet together in every 
circumstance and share his word and break bread and drink 
wine in his memory. 

The older I get, the more this bald fact becomes meaningful 
to me, both as it pertains to the church and as it pertains to 
me personally. 

Whenever possible, I try to celebrate Eucharist every day, for 
many reasons. The Eucharist contains and carries many 
deep realities: it helps continue the incarnation of God in 
history, it is God's physical embrace, it is an intensification 
of our community together as Christians, it is the new 
manna which God gives to nurture his people, it is our 
family meal together as believers, it is Christ's sacrifice 
which we commemorate ritually, it is God's gift of 
reconciliation and forgiveness, it is an invitation to a deeper 
discipleship, it is a banquet table opened up for the poor, it 
is a vigil service within which we wait for Christ to return, 
and it is Christ's priestly prayer for the world. 

But I go to Eucharist daily for another reason too, a more 
personal one: this is the one place where I can be faithful, 
where I can essentially measure up. I can't always control 
how I feel or how I think and I can't always measure up 
morally and spiritually, but, inside of my perpetual 
inadequacy and occasional doubt and confusion, I can be 

faithful in this one deep way. 

I can go to the Eucharist regularly. 

The older I get, the more meaningful this becomes. With 
age, I am growing less confident or sure about my 
knowledge of God, religion, and life. As knowledge deepens, 
it also widens and begins to take on softer edges. Unlike the 
more-confident years of my youth, I now live with the sense 
that my understanding of God’s ways are a long way from 
being adequate, let alone normative. 

The mystery we live in is huge and the more we grasp the 
magnitude of the cosmic and spiritual world, the more we 
grasp too how ineffable is God, truly beyond us, beyond 
language, beyond imagination, and even beyond feeling. We 
can know God, but can never understand God. And so we 
must be more humble, both in our theology and in our 
ecclesiology. Mostly we don't know what we are doing. The 
Eucharist, since it is the one ritual given us by Jesus himself, 
is one of our places of confidence. 

Moreover, the older I get, the more I see too how blind I am 
to my own hypocrisies and how weak and rationalising is 
my human nature. I don't always know when I'm 
rationalising, or biased, or following Christ properly. And, 
even when I do, I don't always have the strength or will to 
do what I know is right. And so I lean heavily on the 
invitation that Jesus left us on the night before he died, to 
break bread and drink wine in his memory and to trust that 
this, if all else is uncertain, is what I should be doing while I 
wait for him to return. 

Sometimes when he was instructing a couple for marriage, 
Dietrich Bonhoeffer, the great Lutheran priest & martyr, 
would caution them with words to this effect: right now, 
you’re in love & you believe that your love can sustain your 
marriage. It can't. But your marriage can sustain your love! 

The Eucharist is such a ritual-container for Christians. We 
can't sustain our faith, charity, forgiveness, and hope on the 
basis of feeling or thought, but we can sustain them through 
the Eucharist. We can't always be clear-headed or warm-
hearted; we can't always be sure that we know the exact 
path of God; and we won't always measure up morally and 
humanly to what faith asks of us. But we can be faithful in 
this one, deep way: we can go to the Eucharist regularly.

Recipe corner  
 

THE BEST TOMATO PESTO  
3/4 cup sun dried or semi dried tomatoes.  
1/2 cup almonds, dry roasted, skin on.  
1/2 cup basil (pack them in tight)  
4 cloves garlic  
1 tsp grated lemon peel  
Pinch sea salt  
1/4 cup parmesan or pecorino  
1 cup extra virgin olive oil  
Blend Almonds, basil, garlic, lemon and salt in food 
processor until roughly chopped. Add tomatoes and 
cheese. Blend until it’s roughly chopped. With the 
motor running, slowly add the olive oil until 
everything comes together. Serve immediately or store 
up to 6 weeks in the fridge.

OUR CHINESE CATHOLIC COMMUNITY 

Those who will lead into the future will 
have some hard-won wisdom. We 
might call them the “holy fools.” By the 
holy fool I mean what the Bible and 
mythic l iterature have always 
presented as the “saviour.” They are 
persons who are happily, but not 
naïvely, innocent of everything the rest 
of us take for granted. They alone can 
trust and live the new work of God 
because they are not protecting the past 
by control (conservatives) or reacting 
against the past by fixing (liberals). 
Both of these groups are too invested in 
their own understanding to let go and 
let God do something new on earth. 

According to the pattern, the wise fools 
are always formed in the testing 
ground of exile when the customary 
and familiar are taken away and they 
must go deeper and much higher for 
wisdom. As a result, they no longer fit 
or belong among their own. Yet 
paradoxically, they alone can point the 

way to the “promised land” or the 
“new Jerusalem.” Conventional 
wisdom is inadequate, even if widely 
held by good people. 

I believe that there are two necessary 
paths enabling us to move toward 
wisdom: a radical journey inward and 
a radical journey outward. For far too 
long we’ve confined people to a sort of 
security zone, a safe “lukewarm” 
midpoint, which the Bible warns us 
against, as to the Laodiceans 
(Revelation 3:15‒16). We’ve called 
them neither to a radical path inward, 
in other words, to contemplation, nor 
to a radical path outward, that is, to 
commitment on the social issues of 
their time. We prefer to stay in a secure 
middle position, probably because these 
two great teachers, the inner and the 
outer way, both cause pain. Failure and 
falling short are the best teachers; 
success has virtually nothing to teach 
us on the spiritual path. 

It is Paul, one of the “holy fools” of our 
Christian faith, isolated but enthralled 
by a vision of universal Gospel, who 
can say, “Make no mistake about it: if 
you think you’re wise, in the ordinary 
sense of the word, then you must learn 
to be a fool before you can really be 
wise” (1 Corinthians 3:18). The holy 
fool is the last stage of the wisdom 
journey. It is the individual who knows 
their dignity and therefore does not 
have to polish or protect it. It is the 
man or woman who has true authority 
and does not have to defend it or 
anyone else’s authority. It is the child of 
God who has met the One who watches 
over sparrows and fashions galaxies, 
and therefore can comfortably be a 
child of God.  They and they alone can 
be trusted to proclaim the Reign of God. 
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Lord, in Jesus your Son, you restored to 
us the gift of everlasting life. Grant that
