COMMUNITY SAFETY AT OUR MASSES 
 

Please be assured that we are doing all we can to ensure 
our gatherings are as safe as possible: 

 

 We have temporarily suspend congregational singing 
once again. 

 Holy Communion will only be distributed by 
Eucharistic ministers who have had their booster shot 
or who have been vaccinated so recently that they are 
ineligible for a booster at present. 

 We ask that everyone sanitises their hands on arrival. 
 We also ask, as per public health orders, that if you 

are feeling even mildly unwell that you do not attend. 
 When coming forward to receive Holy Communion 

(which will be given on the hand only) please keep 
your mask on, receive the Host on your hand, step 
well to the side and then lower your mask to receive 
the Host before replacing the mask and returning to 
your seat. 

 And of course public health orders require that all 
wear a mask at Mass and sign in on entry.   Fr Colin
