A THOUGHT ON CANDLEMASé.. 

Candlemas is known by various names. The Feast of the 
Presentation of Jesus Christ; the Feast of the Purification of 
the Blessed Virgin Mary; the Feast of the Holy Encounter. 

Judaismõs purity laws required a sacrifice 40 days after a 
birth. Birth is a messy business and cleanliness in many of 
the ancient practices was preserved by Laws and marked by 
careful ritual. 

Life is messy. So often things do not go to plan.   

The world is messy. There are things going on that make  
our hearts bleed. 

I am messy. We all have things we would like to straighten  

out 

So much is messy that we can readily recognise the desire to 
do something to help with the mess. The Feast of the 
Presentation, with its scene of Mary and Joseph coming to 
the Temple to do what was required to handle the messiness 
is something we can all identify with. 

The Law also required an offering to redeem the firstborn 
son. The first of everything ð crops, cows, sheep ð was to be 
given to God (see Exodus 34). To keep it back, an 
appropriate offering had to be made instead. And, there is 
so much joy around a birth that to give something to say, 
òThank youó seems entirely appropriate ð but not gift could 
ever by as precious as the baby is. 

It is so hard to give God the first of everything. Time gets 
swallowed up in busy-ness or exhaustion. Attention is taken 
up with worry about this or fretting about that. Money 
never goes as far as it should. 

We would like to do something to fix that too. Get our 
priorities straight. Feel less of a failure. Do things like we 
think we are supposed to. Weõd like to do enough. The Feast 

of the Presentation, with Mary and Joseph offering to God 
what they can is a gentle reminder that saying òThank youó 
can be offering enough. It can be a sacrifice at times. 

The Feast of the Holy Encounter helps us even more. As 
Simeon takes the baby in his arms and looks down into the 
face of the God he has worshipped all his life; as Anna 
bursts out with joy that the Messiah has come, everything 
turns around. No longer is this a moral tale about us giving 
what we can to God. We are not the one doing the 
presenting here. It is God who encounters us; it is not that 
we have to find God, or placate God, or put things right 
with God. God has turned everything on its head. The 
divine has become human, the immortal has been born, the 
ancient of days is a 6 week old baby. The light of Christ has 
come into the world and we see and follow. 

Candlemas marks the turning point of the Christian Year. 
Not just because is falls as the first signs of Spring are often 
in the air ð snowdrops appearing, some hints of warmer, 
and lengthening, days. It is the point where we stop; looking 
back on the celebrations of Jesusõ coming at Christmas and 
looking forward, moving towards Jesusõ passion. We turn 
from birth towards death and resurrection. At this pivot 
point in the year we see all the mess and muddle and failure 
that is to come in the life of any new baby, and for Jesus in 
particular. But it is frames with light. The light of hope sung 
by Christmas angels; the light of resurrection in an Easter 
dawn. Because God became incarnate we do not journey 
though the mess alone. Because Jesus was raised we know 
the mess is not that last word. At this pivot point of the year, 
we ð marked by the cross at our baptism ð take up our cross 
and followébut we travel from light to lightéour candles 
represent very God for us. Lighten our darknessé

2025 : A Jubilee Year 
Pope Francis has proclaimed 2025 a Jubilee Year 

òJubileeó is the name given to a particular year; the name comes from the 
instrument used to mark its launch. In this case, the instrument in question 
is the yobel, the ram's horn, used to proclaim the Day of Atonement (Yom 
Kippur). This (Jewish) holiday occurs every year, but it takes on special 
significance when it marks the beginning of a Jubilee year. We can find an 
early indication of it in the Bible: a Jubilee year was to be marked every 50 
years, since this would be an òextraó year, one which would happen every 
seven weeks of seven years, i.e., every 49 years (cf. Leviticus 25:8-13). Even 
though it wasnõt easy to organise,  it was intended to be marked as a time to 
re-establish a proper relationship with God, with one another, and with all 
of creation, and involved the forgiveness of debts, the return of 
misappropriated land, and a fallow period for the fields. 

Quoting the prophet Isaiah, the Gospel of Luke last Sunday described Jesusõ mission in this way: òThe Spirit of the Lord is 
upon me, because he has anointed me to bring good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim liberty to captives and 
recovery of sight to the blind, to let the oppressed go free, and to proclaim a year acceptable to the Lord,ó (Luke 4:18-19; 
cf. Isaiah 61:1-2). Jesus lives out these words in his daily life, in his encounters with others and in his relationships, all of 
which bring about liberation and conversion. 

The Jubilee Year began on Christmas Eve.   Weõll continue to provide information to you here in the bulletin on what 
will be happening in our own diocese and in our parish in 2025.

Drawing on personal experience, Father Richard offers 
an encouraging reminder that we donõt need to be 
perfect in order to be loved and accepted by God.   

We donõt come to God by doing it right. Please believe me 
on this. We come to God by doing it wrong. Any guide of 
souls knows this to be true. If we come to God by being 
perfect, no one is going to come to God. This absolutely 
levels the playing field. Our failures open our hearts of 
stone and move our rigid mind space toward 
understanding and patience. Itõs in doing it wrong, 
making mistakes, being rejected, and experiencing pain 
that we are led to total reliance upon God. I wish it 
werenõt true, but all I know at this point in my journey is 
thatGod has let me do just about everything wrong, so I 
could fully experience how God can do everything so 
utterly right.  

I believe this is why Christianity has as its central symbol 
of transformation a naked, bleeding man who is the 
picture of failing, losing, and dying, yet who is really 
winningñand revealing the secret pattern to those who 
will join him there. Everyone wins because, if weõre 
honest, the one thing we all have in common is weakness 
and powerlessness in at least oneñthough usually 
manyñareas of our lives. Thereõs a broken, wounded 
part inside each of us.  

In the Everything Belongs podcast, Father Richard 
explains how he has been freed from his tendency to 
focus on òwhatõs wrongó with himself, others, and the 

world:  

As a perfectionist by nature, accepting that things arenõt 
perfect has been at the centre of my lifeõs inner struggle. 
Iõm always seeing the wrong of everything. At the same 
time, I havenõt wanted to let òwhatõs wrongó drive the 
showñin myself and others. I want to be perfect, and I 
want other people to be perfectñbut of course, the only 
perfection available to us is the ability to embrace the 
imperfect.   

What I like to call òholy dissatisfactionó gave me my 
instinct for reform, but it also chewed me up. In the first 
half of my life, I was constantly thinking, òItõs not 
supposed to be that way!ó I was constantly noticing, 
òThat isnõt it! That isnõt it!ó Itõs only in the second half of 
my life that I am finally able to live in the holy tension of 
accepting that a òremnantó or òcritical massó is enough. 
Scattered in each group are always a few who get it, a 
few who live and love the gospel. When that became 
enough, and even more than enough (even in myself), I 
was free. So, this scriptural image of òremnantó or 
òyeastóñto use Jesusõ wordsñis very important for me 
and my own liberation. If Iõm going to wait for the reign 
of God to be fully realised before I can be happy, Iõm 
never going to be happy.
