AUSTRALIANS COMMEMORATE REMEMBRANCE DAY 2018 AND
CENTENARY OF THE FIRST WORLD WAR ARMISTICE

All Australians are encouraged to pause on Remembrance Day
2018, the centenary of the First World War Armistice, and
remember the men and women who have suffered and died in wars,
conflicts and peacekeeping operations Minister for Veterans’ Affairs
Darren Chester said Remembrance Day this year represented a
significant chapter in Australia’s military history, marking 100 years
since the Armistice was signed, ending the fighting during the First
World War. “On 11 November 1918 at 11 am, the guns on the
Western Front fell silent and the most destructive war the modern
world had seen was all but over and countries around the world
celebrated,” Mr Chester said. “But the war came at great cost to our
young nation and of the some 416,000 who enlisted, more than
60,000 never returned home. It affected every community, large
and small, across Australia. Remembrance Day is a time for us as a
nation to unite in a minute of solemn respect and admiration for
those who served and died in wars, conflicts and peacekeeping
operations.”
