Dear friends

Welcome back! It is good to be able to reopen our church
once again and to welcome everyone.. It is has been quite
disheartening to see such an empty church over these last
two weeks. However, it has also been important that we
keep the church closed, during the period NSW Health
identifies as the term of possible incubation of the virus.
Thankfully, there has been no community transmission from
the church. And therefore we re-open with confidence, and
also with a commitment to continuing our COVID Safety
strategies.

As we come back together and as the days become warmer
with Spring, we have proposed a new initiative called,
