Dear friends,

A few years ago, a Chinese Catholic described to a group on retreat how she had copied out by hand, the
Gospels from an old Bible. She wanted to know them more deeply and to have the text to share with other
Christians. The Bible had belonged to her grandmother, who had kept it hidden from the authorities for
almost fifty years. At that time of the Cultural revolution of the 1960’s she was worried that it would be
found and that she would be sent to a prison camp.

It always astounds me how Christians are prepared to take the risk of imprisonment or martyrdom in
witnessing to their faith. And so it is with the disciples in the gospel of Luke (24: 35-48) this weekend.
Fearful of those who crucified Jesus, we can understand the need for the disciples to worry about their own
lives until they start to experience the appearances of Jesus to them after His resurrection.

Following these appearances of Jesus and the sending of the Holy Spirit, the disciples were no longer
fearful, and most died a martyr’s death. However noble and courageous, faith is not just about martyrdom,
it is about preserving and passing on the faith to successive generations. We, are grateful today to all, who
have in their own way passed on their faith through speech, acts of justice or standing up for their faith in
the face of persecution.

We are fortunate to have the freedom to practice our faith without persecution in Australia, but we
remember the many today, who like the early disciples, witness to their faith, by giving courage to all of us,
through example of Christ, who died and rose from the dead as an example of his love for humankind.
