My friends, 

Last Thursday we celebrated the Solemnity (Feast) of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary. We, in the Catholic 

Church are very familiar with Michaelangelo’s sculpture ‘the Pieta.’ The sculpture which is found inside St. Peter’s in 

Rome, shows the Blessed Virgin Mary holding the body of her dead Son, Jesus, after he has been taken down from the 

cross. But it is interesting to note that the Christian Orthodox Church shows (on this Feast of the Assumption in their 

tradition), Jesus holding the body of his mother Mary, wrapped in a shroud, as she is born into eternal life. 

As recently as 1950, Pope Pius XII designated the 15th August in honour of Mary, Mother of God, as a time to honour 

her ascension into heaven: body and soul. Pope Pius XII formalised the Assumption as a Dogma of the Catholic Church. 

As we honour Mary we contemplate our own sense of what Jesus intends for each one of us. That one day, like Mary, 

we too will be raised from the dead to enter into eternal life with him. 

Mary, too is the sinless one, who unlike ‘Eve’ our first mother is without sin. Mary’s ‘yes’ to God to be the Mother of 

His Son, has reconnected the world with God, and through Jesus’ birth on earth, he was able to restore our human 

frailty and free us from sin, so that we can live freely in this world as the sons and daughters of God. 

Let us follow the example of Mary our Mother, in saying  ‘yes’ to God, and opening for all people the way from death 

into eternal life.
