For our parents, many of
whom have had to work from home, the continued service
was a major factor in their ability to navigate these
unprecedented times. Students have also learnt a great deal
more about hygiene in times of a global pandemic and have,
to whatever degree possible, worked hard at being as
independent as possible. Their ability to be flexible and
adaptable has impressed their teachers and families alike.’
