From Fr David A Reflection 

Dear friends, 
 
Some years ago I was very struck by the words on the panel that 
adorns the entrance to the Australian National Archives in 
Canberra. The panel quotes from McKenzie Wark’s The Virtual 
Republic (1997) 

I don’t think that it matters what kind of 
signs or emblems one thinks of as being 
truly Australian.  They won’t always mean 
the same thing to everyone, and sometimes 
they pass by . . . What seems to me to be a 
more usefully conservative way of thinking 
about Australian culture is to nurture and 
value and fight to conserve the institutions 
through which the conversation can take 
place about all these things. 

ANZAC Day is one of those institutions through which we think 
about our values.   
 
This year in a very real way we are reminded of one of those 
values. From penal settlement and convict experience, through 
to the mythology of the pioneer farmer, and to the shores of 
Gallipoli itself, celebrated each ANZAC Day, Australians, 
historically, have defined themselves as those who often find 
themselves pitched against an overwhelming odd with every 
prospect of defeat, yet discovering there a new sense of 
solidarity with one another.  Behind the highly charged symbolic 
attraction of Anzac Day, I contend lays such a national 
acknowledgement and identification.  Such is the contextual 
experience of hope in Australia.  It is a spirit re-enkindled as 
communities discover a depth of bond as they face the natural 
disasters of fire and flood and now, virus.   
 
This hope, arising from our national context, however, meets in 
our Christian faith, another hope  -  the hope that we have 
received because of a promise given us in Jesus: life is stronger 
than death – that hope we celebrate at Easter.  Thus, the 
question that arises out of the crucible of our ANZAC mythology 
finds its surest response.  As Christians we are the people who 
live in a sure hope, in the faith in a promise irrevocably give.   
 
As those full of hope born out of our national sensitivity we are 
the people to whom another hope has been entrusted.  We are 
custodians of this hope received, and we are called to celebrate 
that hope.  That hope received, meeting the hope that rises from 
our hearts, will enable us to act differently than the predicted 
concerns of the world dictate to us.  We celebrate even in the 
face of the world’s darkness.  It is a celebration of the freedom 
we have now because of that hope, of the beauty that we can 
create now because of that hope, and of joy that we can share 
now because of that hope. We can dance now even in our grief; 
we can love now in our fear.  We can live now even in our death.   

Companionable Breaking of Bread 
 
This story is the story of each one of us at Mass. Each Mass is 
structured on the Road to Emmaus travelogue. 
 
Two men set off on a journey of their own making. At the 
beginning of Mass we confess that we have gone off course. 
 
The traveller helps the men on the road to Emmaus 
understand what had happened to Jesus of Nazareth by 
showing God’s plan revealed in the Hebrew Scriptures. In the 
Liturgy of the Word, we hear Scriptures expounded, revealing 
more fully the true identity of Jesus of Nazareth. Every so 
often you will experience the burning sensation in your heart 
as something that is said hits home. 
 
The traveller takes bread, blesses it, and gives it to them to 
eat. In that moment of bread-sharing, the two men 
recognised their travelling companion as the Risen Lord. Eat 
the bread consecrated at Mass, and we receive into our very  
being the Divine Companion for our journey through life. 
 
We could pause for a moment to thank God for the privilege 
at every Mass of having our eyes opened so that we  
recognise Our Risen Lord Jesus Christ in the breaking of the 
bread.
