July/August 2018

As part of my year of Silver Anniversary of Ordination, Bishop
Peter has very graciously granted me a period of sabbatical this
year. | am now very happy to share with you the details of this
period of leave.

The period of sabbatical will be for the months of July and
August through to 10 September. From 2 July to 8 July | will be in
Tasmania with my father. Then from 9 July to 3 August | will
enter into a 30 day retreat in western NSW near Condobolin.
This will be a wonderful opportunity for personal and spiritual
renewal. On 8 August | leave for two weeks in the Holy Land
(Jerusalem and Jordan) for renewal in Scripture, and then fly to
Paris on 24 August to meet with Archdiocesan officials in respect
to models of priestly formation and the lay apostolate. From
Paris | will journey down to Lourdes, where | have never visited
before, and then | will make my way to Lyons before flying home
to Sydney via Hanoi, in Vietnam.

As you can imagine | am very excited about this unique
possibility, coming as it does 25 years after Ordination, the year
before | turn 60, and, indeed, half way through my appointment
as Parish Priest, the term of which finishes in May 2021. | am also
very grateful to you all for your generosity at the celebration of
my Silver Anniversary last November which | have been able to
place at the service of the trip. Most of the details of the trip
have now been arranged.

Whilst | am on leave, the priests of the Parish of St lves will
assume pastoral responsibility for our parish. | am very grateful,
too, to them for their generosity in this respect.
