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Social Justice
Mental Health & Homelessness

People who are homeless experience a
much higher incidence of mental ill-
health than the general population —
some estimate as high as 80 per cent.

Mental health is both a cause and a
consequence of homelessness.

The inability to negotiate rental markets
or the supported accommodation sys-
tems, with a lack of other community
support, puts people at a high risk. And
being homeless, living in poverty, with
all of the uncertainties and fear of harm
or violence is a cause of high levels of
psychological abuse.

People recovering from a period of an
acute mental health crisis especially of-
ten lack living skills. They need ongoing
support, at assessed levels, to be able to
budget, buy food, cook, clean, maintain
hygiene, and link to community services.
Without such support they are unable to
sustain tenancy and become homeless
again.

The ‘Housing First’ model of housing
and support has been proven worldwide
to be effective in ending street homeless-
ness, including for people with mental
illness, also dual diagnosis of mental
illness and substance abuse.

It is up to us to insist that our Govern-
ments pursue such appropriate support in
accordance with the demands of the Gos-
pel of Jesus Christ.
