Reflection 
The Baptism of Jesus is a significant 
moment in the mission of John the Baptist 
and the mission of Jesus. For John, in 
many ways, it is the end times of his 
prophetic ministry and for Jesus; baptism 
is the call to his mission and beginning of 
his ministry. 
 

The account of the baptism of Jesus is 
shared through all three of the synoptic 
gospels and in some ways referenced in 
the gospel of John.  It is a significant 
moment in all accounts beginning Jesus’ 
journey and mission.  An aspect of all 
account is the heavenly commissioning of 
the Father for the Beloved of which the 
Father is ‘well pleased’.  This is somewhat 
echoed later in Jesus’ journey at the 
Transfiguration where the Father again 
speaks of the beloved but this time we are 
called to ‘listen to him’.

First Reading           Isaiah 40:1-5, 9-11   
 

 

The glory of the Lord shall be revealed, and all people shall see it. 
 

‘Console my people, console them’ says your God. ‘Speak to the heart of Jerusalem and call to her 
that her time of service is ended, that her sin is atoned for, that she has received from the hand of the 
Lord double punishment for her crimes.’ 

A voice cries, ‘Prepare in the wilderness a way for the Lord.  Make a straight highway for our God 
across the desert.  Let every valley be filled in, every mountain and hill be laid low, let every cliff be-
come a plain, and the ridges a valley; then the glory of the Lord shall be revealed and all mankind 
shall see it; for the mouth of the Lord has spoken.’

Second Reading                           St Paul to Titus 2:11-14; 3:4-7  
 

He saved us through the water of rebirth and renewal in the Holy Spirit. 

God’s grace has been revealed, and it has made salvation possible for the whole human race and 
taught us that what we have to do is to give up everything that does not lead to God, and all our 
worldly ambitions; we must be self-restrained and live good and religious lives here in this present 
world, while we are waiting in hope for the blessing which will come with the Appearing of the glo-
ry of our great God and saviour Christ Jesus.
