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This Unit presents Advent as a time of waiting and 
preparation, as the students and their families get ready 
for the coming of Jesus each Christmas. Students examine 
the sequence of events leading up to the birth of Jesus, 
through examining scriptural stories.

•  Recognise the implications of Jesus’ words and actions.
•  Show reverence to and appreciation towards the Bible.

 
Students celebrate an Advent Liturgy around the theme 
of love, joy and peace. They may have the opportunity 
to explore the symbolism of the Advent wreath. Students 
explore how Mary and her cousin Elizabeth were filled with 
joy and that it is important to bring the gifts of love, joy 
and peace into their lives at Christmas time.
