The Eyes of Faith

he first human being in space, Yuri Gagarin in 1961, is supposed to have said that during his

flight he looked and looked and did not see God. More recently, the James Webb Space Tele-
scope has looked into the furthest reaches of the Universe. The distances and timescales involved
are unimaginable. Our understanding of God, the creator, has to stretch to embrace them, but still
we cannot see God. When young Billy was asked by his teacher what he was drawing, he an-
swered, “"God"”. “"But nobody knows what God looks like,” said the teacher. “They will when they
see my drawing,” Billy confidently asserted. Yet, despite the evidence of Gagarin, of the James
Webb Space Telescope and of Billy, no description of God is sufficient.

Human beings have a need to explain the mysteries of life, and in every age, in every civilisation,
learned and wise people have struggled to unravel these questions. Some have suggested that
God is the source of life and of the whole of creation. Others deny this and say that everything
stems from a coincidental coming together of prime matter which resulted in the Big Bang followed
by the evolutionary process. Despite the efforts of scientists, philosophers and theologians, God is
still a mystery.

Writing to the Romans, St Paul said that, although invisible, the everlasting power and deity of
God are there for the mind to see in the things that God has made. We can know something about
God through looking at the wonder of creation, but we still do not know God. We must wait for
God to speak. This is precisely our faith, that the Lord revealed himself first to his chosen people,
the people of Israel, as “a God of tenderness and compassion, slow to anger, rich in kindness and
faithfulness”.

New Holy Oils Cabinet

We now have a new Holy Qils Cabinet called an Ambry. Within this is
placed the 3 Holy Oils blessed each year by Bishop Anthony in Holy
Week at our Cathedral. The Qil Containers are marked as follows:

CAT (Catechumens): This is the Oil used in Baptism to strengthen those
baptised on their Christian journey through life.

CHI (Chrism): This perfumed Oil is used in the Ordination of a priest and in
Confirmation and in Baptism.

INF (Infirmorum): This is the Qil of the Sick used in Anointing the Sick to
ask God'’s strength for them in time of illness and to forgive their sins.
