CATHOLICS ARE FORBIDDEN FROM KEEPING 
ASHES OF CREMATED LOVED ONES

In the Catholic Church, the ashes of a person who 
has been cremated must be placed in a reverent, 
sacred place such as a cemetery, mausoleum, or 
columbarium. The Church teaches that the human 
body, even after death, retains its dignity and must 
be treated with respect and care. This belief is 
rooted in the Christian understanding that the body 
is a temple of the Holy Spirit and will one day rise 
again through the resurrection.The Church permits 
cremation, but only if it is not done as a rejection of 
the faith in the resurrection of the body. After 
cremation, the ashes are to be kept together and 
laid to rest in a sacred location. Keeping ashes at 
home, scattering them in nature, or dividing them 
among relatives is not allowed. These practices can 
lead to a loss of reverence for the remains and may 
reflect beliefs that are inconsistent with Catholic 
teaching.

A final resting place in a consecrated space allows 
the faithful to honor the dead within a community 
of believers. It also provides a place where family 
and friends can gather to pray, remember, and 
express hope in eternal life. Sacred burial places 
reflect the Church’s belief in the communion of 
saints and the importance of praying for the souls 
of the departed.In 2016, the Vatican issued 
guidelines in Ad resurgendum cum Christo, which 
emphasized that ashes should not be kept in 
private homes or scattered. By placing ashes in a 
reverent place, Catholics show respect for both the 
person who has died and the faith that they lived.
