REFLECTION—2o0th Sunday—Ordinary Time

The word ‘radical’ comes from the Latin radix meaning ‘root’. In the true sense of the word, Jesus can be
considered a ‘radical’ person. His words go straight to the heart, to the ‘roots’ of a person’s being. He exposes the
hypocrisy of those who want to appear righteous. Even his detractors admit that he is a truthful man who is not
concerned with anyone’s opinion (Mark 12:14). In today’s Gospel, Jesus says that he has come to establish, not peace on
earth, but division. He has come to set the earth on fire. The Word of God that he preaches is like a sword that cuts, a fire
that burns and purifies. Before it, people must decide whether to accept the cost of discipleship. Jesus himself is ready to
pay the cost of his total dedication to his mission. To obtain the highest good—the salvation of men and women—he will
pay the highest price: his own life. He then asks his disciples the same price: their total dedication to him, even at the cost
of division among family members. He calls them to be ‘radical’ and add to the fire of divine love in our world.

CONFIRMATION FAITH
FACTS

Confirmationis a
sacrament of Christian
initiation, building upon
Baptism, and involves a
renewal of baptismal
promises, an anointing
with chrism by the Bishop (or a priest delegated by him), and
a special outpouring of the Holy Spirit. Confirmation is a
public commitment to the Catholic faith and a recognition of
the gifts of the Holy Spirit.

Completes Baptism: Confirmation perfects the grace of
Baptism, strengthening the individual's bond with the Church
and their commitment to living a Christian life.

Outpouring of the Holy Spirit: It is a sacrament of
empowerment, where individuals receive a special
outpouring of the Holy Spirit, with gifts like wisdom,
understanding, and courage.

Witness to Christ: Confirmation calls Catholics to be active
witnesses to their faith, both in word and deed.

Strengthens commitment: It strengthens the individual's
commitment to Jesus Christ and the Church.

Preparation and Celebration:

Preparation Programs: Parishes offer programs to help
children and adults understand the sacrament and their
responsibilities as Catholics.

Sponsor: Candidates typically have a sponsor (a practicing
Catholic, usually not a parent) who supports them through
the preparation process and at the ceremony.

Laying on of Hands and Anointing: The essential rite of
Confirmation involves the Bishop (or delegated priest) laying
hands on the candidate and anointing them with chrism (holy
oil) while saying, "Be sealed with the Gift of the Holy Spirit".
Renewal of Baptismal Promises: Candidates publicly renew
their baptismal promises before the Bishop.

Celebration with the Bishop: Confirmation is typically
celebrated by the Bishop of the diocese, though a priest may
be delegated in certain circumstances.

Baptism: Candidates must be baptised Catholics.

Permanent Mark: Like Baptism, Confirmation leaves an
indelible mark on the soul and cannot be repeated.
Increased Gifts of the Holy Spirit: It strengthens the
individual's capacity to live a Christian life and fulfill their
baptismal promises.

Full Membership: Confirmation is a step in becoming a fully
initiated member of the Catholic Church, leading to the
reception of First Holy Communion.

Prayer: Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful and
kindle in them the fire of your love. Guide these candidates
as they prepare for Confirmation this weekend, and help
them to grow in faith, hope, and love. Amen.

THE LITURGY OF THE WORD

First Reading Jeremiah 38:4-6, 8-10

A reading from the prophet Jeremiah

The king's leading men spoke to the king. 'Let Jeremiah be put to death: he is unquestionably disheartening the
remaining soldiers in the city, and all the people too, by talking like this. The fellow does not have the welfare of
this people at heart so much as its ruin.' 'He is in your hands as you know,' King Zedekiah answered 'for the king is
powerless against you.' So they took Jeremiah and threw him into the well of Prince Malchiah in the Court of the
Guard, letting him down with ropes. There was no water in the well, only mud, and into the mud Jeremiah sank.

At
this the king gave Ebed-melech the Cushite the following order: 'Take three men with you from here and pull the
prophet Jeremiah out of the well before he dies.'

DAY 1: WEDNESDAY 01 OCTOBER - ARRIVE
ROME

Welcome to Italy! On arrival at Rome airport,
please make your way to the group hotel where

this evening we will enjoy our first group dinner.

Rome overnight (D)

DAY 2: THURSDAY 02 OCTOBER - ROMETO
ASSISI

This morning we will travel north to the
pilgrimage centre of Assisi, where St Frands

tended the poor and sick and founded the
Frandiscan Order.

We will visit the Basilica of St Mary of the
Angels down on the plains where St Francis
spent most of his life. Here we will see the
Portiuncula (meaning ‘small portion of land’)
where St Franads returned for prayer, the
thornless rose bush, and the chapel where he
died in 1226. On Palm Sunday 1211, Francds
received in this church Clare of Assisi and
dedicated her to the Lord.

Assisi overnight (BD)

DAY 3: FRIDAY 03 OCTOBER - ASSISI

This morning we awake to the sound of

chapel bells, cobblestone footsteps and the
tangible spirit of St Frands preserved within the
medieval walls of this holy town.

Our day begins with Mass and a guided
exploration of the buzzing Basilica of St Francis
which occupies the entire western end of the
upper town. Construction began in 1228, just
two years after the death of Francis and was
finally completed in 1250. The Upper Basilica
houses the famous fresco cycle of the life of
St Francis, historically attributed to Giotto.
Wander through the marvels of the Upper
Basilica before our tour descends to the crypt
of the Lower Basilica where Francis was laid in

1230 and where we will take some time to seek
the intercession of this spiritual legend.

We then walk to the Church of Santa Maria
Maggiore - Sanctuary of the Spogliazione,
where we are blessed with the opportunity to
visit and pray at the tomb of Blessed Carlo
Acutis - a young Catholic from ltaly with a
passionate devotion to the Real Presence

of Jesus in the Eucharist and an aptitude for
computer programming. From the ages of 12to
14, he designed a website cataloguing Eucharistic
miracles that have occurred around the world,
which he launched in 2005. He died of leukemia
a year later at the age of 15, offering his suffering
for the pope and for the Church.

Onto the Church of San Damiano and the
actual chapel where it all began when the voice
of Christ spoke to Francis in the year 1205
(some may prefer to approach by foot down the
hillside path in the spirit of St Francis). Adjacent
to the chapel we find the first monastery of

the Order of St Clare where Clare built her
community in close friendship with Francis.

Our day concludes with a visit to the Hermitage
(Eremo delle Carceri), an oasis of peace and
tranquillity in the woods built on the site of a
simple cave where St Francis often withdrew

to spend many hours in prayer. The cave and
the Chapel of Our Lady are preserved in the
Hermitage grounds.

An (optional) opportunity presents itself before
dinner to attend Veespers in the Basilica of

St Clare and listen to the angelic voices of the
Poor Clare nuns. Housed in this church is the
famous crucifix from which Jesus spoke to

St Franads.

Assisi overnight (BD)

DAY 4: SATURDAY 04 OCTOBER - ASSISI VIA
ORVIETO TO ROME

We farewell Assisi and journey south to the
amazing medieval town of Orvieto with its
Duomo (Cathedral), which has one of the
world's most famous facades. The feast

of the Body of Christ (Corpus Christi) was

first proclaimed here in 1263 following the
Eucharistic Miracle of Bolsena. We celebrate
Eucharist in the chapel where the sacred cloth

from that event is preserved and enjoy a spedal
visit to the Signorelli Chapel.

After our visit we then travel on to Rome, the
Eternal City, rich in the traditions of our Church.

Rome overnight (BD)

DAY 5: SUNDAY 05 OCTOBER - ROME:
CHRISTIAN MARTYRS
The jubilee Year is a time for the faithful to
renew their commitment and strengthen their
relationship with God. It is also a time for Catholics
to come together as a community and to celebrate
their faith. The 2025 Jubilee Year is sure to be
a memorable and meaningful event for people
around the world, to be blessed and refreshed for
the mission that lies before us.
Some of the spiritual activities that pilgrims are
encouraged to participate in during our time in
Rome are:

» Attend Mass and receive the Eucharist

* Moke a pilgrimage to the many shrines and holy

sites in Rome

* Pray for forgiveness

* Renew our commitment to our faith

» Strengthen our refationship with God

* Come together as a community and celebrate

our faith

Following Mass this morning we will proceed
to St Peters Square where the Holy Father is
expected to pray the Angelus with pilgrims
from around the world (subject to the Pope’s
presence in Rome).
This afternoon we enter into the most visited
attraction in Rome - the Colosseum. In 1749,
Pope Benedict XIV dedlared the Colosseumn
a sacred site, as it was a place where early
Christians had been martyred. View also the
Circus Maximus and the Roman Forum
en route.

Rome overnight (BD)

DAY 6: MONDAY 06 OCTOBER - ROME:
THE VATICAN & MAJOR BASILICAS
Commence our pigrimage with a spectacular
Mass at St Peter’s Basilica before coming to
the nearby Vatican Museums. Wander the
spectacular chambers leading to the Sistine

St john Paul Ii St Peter

Chapel to view Michelangelo's masterpieces,
induding the magnificent fresco of the Last
Judgment. Continue through to the awe-inspiring
St Peter’s Basilica, the largest church in the world
for an informative exploration. Our guided tour
will feature among other highlights Michelangelo's
stunning Pieta, the tomb of Pope St John Paul i,
the great Confessional and the Crypt containing
the tombs of several Popes.

In the afternoon, visit the impressive St Mary
Major Basilica. Onwards to the Basilica of

St John in Lateran (First Papal residence) and
the adjacent Holy Stairs brought from Jerusalem
to Rome in 326AD by St Helena (as a favourite
of pilgrims, these steps may only be ascended
on the knees). Visit the Basilica of Santa

Croce in Gerusalemme with its extraordinary
collection of relics from the Holy Land.

Rome overnight (8D)

DAY 7: TUESDAY 07 OCTOBER - ROME:
ST PAUL'S & THE CATACOMBS

Journey this morning out to the majestic
Basilica of St Paul Outside the Walls. Originally
consecrated in 324, the saint’s tomb is visible
now under the Papal Altar. We will celebrate a
wonderful Mass here as a special tribute to the
Church’s greatest evangelist.

Continue then along the ancient Appian Way,
the oldest road from Roman times to the
ancient Catacombs for a memorable guided
tour to marvel at these underground burial
tunnels for Christians and Hebrews. On the
way, drive by Domine Quo Vadis - the chapel
that stands at the site where, according to
tradition, St Peter met Christ when he fled from
Rome to escape martyrdom.

DAY 8: WEDNESDAY 08 OCTOBER - ROME
FREE DAY

Our day is free to discover more sights of Rome
- perhaps throw a coin in the Trevi Fountain

DAY 9: THURSDAY 09 OCTOBER - ROME:
PAPAL MASS

We make our way to St Peter's Square this
morning for a memorable Papal Mass in
celebration of the Jubilee of Consecrated Life.

This afternoon, we explore the vibrant
Trastevere district. Our first stop is the
charming Basilica of Santa Maria in Trastevere,
a historic church dating back to the 12th
century. We continue on to the Basilica of

St Cecilia, built on the site of the former house
of the saint who was martyred in 230A.D. The
body of the saint is venerated in the crypt.

Afterwards, we wander on to enjoy an enchanting
evening filled with food and traditional music at

a typical Italian trattoria, marking our farewell to
Rome and our pilgrimage.
