REFLECTION — E A S T E R  S U N DAY  

Luke opens his account of the resurrection of Jesus with an indication that light is dawning. The women who had  
prepared Jesus’ body for burial find that ‘the stone had been rolled away’. Someone other than the execution squad and 
the women has entered the drama. They are amazed; perhaps God has entered Jesus’ story? Two men, dressed in the 
brilliance that marks the heavenly, tell them that they are looking in the wrong place. They will not find ‘the living one’ in 

a cemetery. Several time during his public ministry Jesus has spoken of his forthcoming passion, death and  
resurrection. They are asked to ‘remember’ those words, and they do so: ‘They remembered his words’. Women who 

had been with Jesus throughout his ministry (Luke 8:1-3) become the bearers of the Easter message to the Eleven and 
everyone else. Locked into their cultural absolutes, they regard this impossible news as female chatter. But one of 

them, Peter, goes to the tomb. The women were right: the signs of death, a tomb, and the winding cloths, are empty. 
Peter is ‘amazed’. But we are called to more than amazement on this Easter Night. We must remember the words of 

Jesus and believe that God gives life to the dead.

Parish Pastoral Council 11 March Meeting Report 
 

The PPC March council meeting was held under very poor weather conditions. As a result of the 
weather and family commitments, a quorum was not available for the meeting. No decisions  
therefore were voted upon, but important information was updated and is reported below. 

Volunteer Grant- unfortunately our application for a volunteer grant in 2025 was  
unsuccessful. 
The Sacramental Program has commenced. Year 4 students are currently preparing for the 

Sacrament of Reconciliation. These young people will receive the Sacrament on Monday 
7 April at St Cecilia’s and Tuesday 8 April at Tumbi. These same young people will  

receive their First Eucharist at the end of June. 
Year 3 students will receive the Sacrament of Confirmation on 16 August. 
Catholics Returning Home program will resume after Easter. 
200 Club will run from July to December. Monthly prize draws will be published each month 

as this was the majority option survey result. The sale of ticket numbers will commence 
after Easter. 

Neighborhood Charity Collection is well underway. Thank you to all who have supported 
or intend to do so. The collection will conclude on 27 April. 

Car Park Sale & New Parish Buildings – there is no change to the information available for 
this project from the end of 2024. No government offers have been received by Catholic 
Care to help fund the Youth forum. It is expected that more will be heard once the  

Federal election is held.

THE LITURGY OF THE WORD 
First Reading - Acts 10:34, 37-43 
A reading from the Acts of the Apostles 
Peter addressed Cornelius and his household: You must have heard about the recent happenings in Judaea; about Jesus of 
Nazareth and how he began in Galilee, after John had been preaching baptism. God had anointed him with the Holy Spirit 
and with power, and because God was with him, Jesus went about doing good and curing all who had fallen into the power 
of the devil.' Now I, and those with me, can witness to everything he did throughout the countryside of Judaea and in Jeru-
salem itself: and also to the fact that they killed him by hanging him on a tree, yet three days afterwards God raised him to 
life and allowed him to be seen, not by the whole people but only by certain witnesses God had chosen beforehand. Now 
we are those witnesses - we have eaten and drunk with him after his resurrection from the dead - and he has ordered us to 
proclaim this to his people and to tell them that God has appointed him to judge everyone, alive or dead. It is to him that 
all the prophets bear this witness: that all who believe in Jesus will have their sins forgiven through his name.'

Gospel - Luke 24:1-12 
A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke 
On the first day of the week, at the first sign of dawn, the women went to the tomb with the spices they had prepared. 
They found that the stone had been rolled away from the tomb, but on entering discovered that the body of the Lord Jesus 
was not there. As they stood there not knowing what to think, two men in brilliant clothes suddenly appeared at their side. 
Terrified, the women lowered their eyes. But the two men said to them, 'Why look among the dead for someone who is 
alive? He is not here; he is risen. Remember what he told you when he was still in Galilee: that the Son of Man had to be 
handed over into the power of sinful men and be crucified, and rise again on the third day?' And they remembered his 
words. 

When the women returned from the tomb they told all this to the Eleven and to all the others. The wom-
en were Mary of Magdala, Joanna, and Mary the mother of James. The other women with them also told 
the apostles, but this story of theirs seemed pure nonsense, and they did not believe them. 
Peter, however, went running to the tomb. He bent down and saw the binding cloths, but nothings else; 
he then went back home, amazed at what had happened.
