REFLECTION 
The story of Lazarus and the 

Rich Man is a sobering tale of 
the eternal consequences of 
the way in which we live our 

life. The rich man, who, in life, 
would not even give Lazarus 

the scraps from his table, 
finds himself in Hades, while 

Lazarus is embraced in the 
bosom of Abraham. Is this a 
story about the evils of being 
rich? No, but Jesus tells this 

story as a warning to us of the 
importance of compassion. 
All through the Bible we see 

God’s special compassion for 
the poor, the neglected, the 

marginalised. In today’s  
Gospel reading we hear the 

rich man beg not only for relief 
for himself in his afterlife of 

suffering, but also that a 
warning be sent to his five 

brothers. Abraham, however, 
points to all the unheeded 

warnings sent through history, 
from the prophets to Jesus 
himself. The time for living 
with compassion towards 
those in need is now. We  

cannot wait. We don’t know 
when our time on earth will be 

over and we do not want to 
end up like the rich man, 

regretting our choices and 
paying an eternal price.

THE FEAST OF SAINTS MICHAEL, GABRIEL AND RAPHAEL, SEPT 29 & THE FEAST OF HOLY GUARDIAN ANGELS, OCT 2 
DID YOU KNOW?  -  Each of the three archangels appear in Scripture.; 
• Saint Michael appears in the Book of Daniel, then again in the Epistle of Jude. But his best known reference is in the Book of Revelation, where he is 
depicted fighting against the dragon (identified with Satan). This has led to depictions of Saint Michael as a warrior.  

• Saint Gabriel appears in the Book of Daniel too, and then later in the New Testament where he announces both the birth of John the Baptist and the birth of Jesus, to 
Zechariah and the Blessed Virgin, respectively. 

• Saint Raphael appears in the Book of Tobit, where he accompanies Tobias on a long journey to bring medicine to cure his father’s  blindness. 
While the term “saint” is normally reserved for human beings who lead exemplary and holy lives, it had traditionally been used to acknowledge those who have led a holy life. 
Just like the saints in heaven, the angels can intercede for us and offer up our prayers.  
 

In Catholic tradition, guardian angels are believed to be assigned to every person from the moment of conception until death to protect, guide, and lead them to God, serving 
as companions on their earthly Journey. This belief is supported by scripture, particularly Jesus' statement in Matthew 18:10 “See that you do not despise one of these little 
ones. For I tell you that their angels in heaven always see the face of my Father in heaven.” , and it is also a teaching of the saints and the Church Fathers.  
Catholics are encouraged to cultivate a relationship with their guardian angel, seeking their intercession and guidance.  
 

According to the Catechism of the Catholic Church number 336, “From its beginning until death, human life is surrounded by their watchful care and intercession. 202 ‘Beside 
each believer stands an angel as protector and shepherd leading him to life. ’203 Already here on earth the Christian life shares by faith in the blessed company of angels and 
men united in God.” God sends his messengers from Heaven to keep us safe and remind us of His Presence.

October 1st:Saint Thérèse of Lisieux, also known as the Little Flower, October 2nd:Feast of the Holy Guardian Angels, October 4th:Saint Francis of Assisi, patron saint of animals, 
October 5th:Saint Faustina, October 7th:Our Lady of the Rosary, October 9th:Saint John Henry Newman, October 14th:Saint Callistus I, October 15th:Saint Teresa of Ávila, a great 
mystic and Doctor of the Church, October 16th:Saint Margaret Mary Alacoque and Saint Hedwig, October 18th:Saint Luke the Evangelist, known for writing the Gospel of Luke 
and the Acts of the Apostles, October 22nd:Saint John Paul II, the non-Italian pope who led the Catholic Church for decades, October 25th:Saint Crispin's Day, a feast day that 
 inspired a famous speech in Shakespeare's play Henry V, October 28th:Saints Simon and Jude, October 31st:Saint Alphonsus Rodriguez.

'In his torment in Hades he looked up and saw Abraham a long way off with Lazarus in his bosom. So he cried out, 
"Father Abraham, pity me and send Lazarus to dip the tip of his finger in water and cool my tongue, for I am in agony 
in these flames." "My son," Abraham replied "remember that during your life good things came your way, just as bad 
things came the way of Lazarus. Now he is being comforted here while you are in agony. But that is not all: between 
us and you a great gulf has been fixed, to stop anyone, if he wanted to, crossing from our side to yours, and to stop 
any crossing from your side to ours." 
'The rich man replied, "Father, I beg you then to send Lazarus to my father's house, since I have five brothers, to give 
them warning so that they do not come to this place of torment too." "They have Moses and the prophets," said 
Abraham, "let them listen to them." "Ah, no, father Abraham," said the rich man "but if someone comes to them 
from the dead, they will repent." Then Abraham said to him, "If they will not listen either to Moses or to the prophets, 
they will not be convinced even if someone should rise from the dead."'
