The visit of the Magi or three kings to the infant Jesus is a beautiful and touching event, recorded in Matthew's 
Gospel only. Each of the gifts offered is an eloquent symbol of Christ's future destiny. The splendour of gold 
represents kingship and sovereignty. Frankincense, delicate and richly aromatic, expresses the mystery of his 
divinity. The bitterness of myrrh, an analgesic sap extracted from a small, thorny tree, foretells the pain and  
suffering which lay ahead. Let each of us, like the Magi, seek out and follow the star which will lead us to our 
Saviour. No matter how oppressive the blackness may be which envelops us, no matter how empty and barren 
may seem the sky which looms above us, the small star - Hopes - hall not fail to shine through, if we seek it 
with open eyes. May we follow its golden radiance, even if it be but the faintest glimmer; for it will surely lead 
us to that tranquil resting place where our God abides.
