Introduction to Pastoral Care Course  
 

Volunteer Catholic Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion visit hospitals 
throughout the Diocese of Broken Bay providing comfort and care to Catholic  
patients. Our Diocese and NSW Health require that 40 hours of training is  
completed to perform this important role. The Introduction to Pastoral Care 
Course (IPCC) meets this requirement, is FREE and is open to those who already 
volunteer in a hospital context, or in local health and aged care facilities, and to 
those who might be deciding if they are suited to this ministry. 
 
As well as being prepared by your Parish to be an Extraordinary Minister of Holy 
Communion, some of the key qualities we are looking for in anyone who may be 
considering being part of this hospital ministry are: 
• A genuine prayerful faith life including reverence for and regular participa-
tion in Sunday Eucharist 
• An ability to listen and a willingness to refer on when necessary 
• A warm, friendly, empathetic disposition 
• The ability to relate to people of different ages, personalities and back-
grounds 
• A respect for others and their diversity 
• The ability to work as part of a team 
• Enthusiasm, motivation and professionalism 
• A compassionate heart 
*Please note that this role is not suitable for those seeking to proselytise. 
 

The course will be offered on five consecutive Wednesdays: July 2,9,16,23 and 30 
between 9:00am and 3:00 pm at CatholicCare Central Coast Family Centre

Pope’s Prayer Intention for July 2025 
During the month of July, Pope Leo invites us to pray for formation in  
discernment. Let us pray that we might again learn how to discern, to 
know how to choose paths of life and reject everything that leads us 
away from Christ and the Gospel. 

7th of July – Feast of Peter To Rot 
 

Feast Day: July 7  
Beatified: January 17, 1995  
Venerated: April 2, 1993 
 

Peter To Rot was born in 1912 in Papua New 
Guinea. He, his father and his mother were among the first 
Catholics in the village. 
In 1936 he married Paula la Varpit, a Catholic from a nearby 
village. They had three children, but only his daughter,  
Rufina, survived past childhood. 
World War II changed the lives of the people of Papua New 
Guinea forever. It was forbidden to be Christian and worship 
or have religious gatherings, even those in homes.  
He provided prayer services, instruction, the Eucharist and 
Baptism, and helped the poor. He built a church for Catholics 
from tree branches, the only material available. When  
people were afraid, he reminded them that God was with 
them. 
In 1945 he was arrested and sentenced to several months in 
prison & was eventually killed. From the day of his funeral, 
he was seen as a martyr for the Catholic faith. 
On January 17, 1995, Pope John Paul II visited Papua New 
Guinea to celebrate the beatification of Peter To Rot.

Like a son comforted by his mother will I comfort you. 
And by Jerusalem you will be comforted. 
At the sight your heart will rejoice, and your bones flourish like the grass. 
To his servants the Lord will reveal his hand.

Second Reading Galatians 6:14-18 
A reading from the letter of St Paul to the Galatians 
The only thing I can boast about is the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom the world is crucified to me, 
and I to the world. It does not matter if a person is circumcised or not; what matters is for him to become an  
altogether new creature. Peace and mercy to all who follow this rule, who form the Israel of God. 
I want no more trouble from anybody after this; the marks on my body are those of Jesus. The grace of our Lord 
Jesus Christ be with your spirit, my brothers. Amen.

Gospel Luke 10:1-12, 17-20 
A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke 
The Lord appointed seventy-two others and sent them out ahead of him, in pairs, to all the towns and places he 
himself was to visit. He said to them, 'The harvest is rich but the labourers are few, so ask the Lord of the harvest 
to send labourers to his harvest. Start off now, but remember, I am sending you out like lambs among wolves.  
Carry no purse, no haversack, no sandals. Salute no one on the road. Whatever house you go into, let your first 
words be, "Peace to this house!" And if a man of peace lives there, your peace will go and rest on him; if not, it 
will come back to you. Stay in the same house, taking what food and drink they have to offer, for the labourer de-
serves his wages; do not move from house to house. Whenever you go into a town where they make you welcome, 
eat what is set before you. Cure those in it who are sick, and say, "The kingdom of God is very near to you." But 
whenever you enter a town and they do not make you welcome, go out into its streets and say, "We wipe off the 
very dust of your town that clings to our feet, and leave it with you. Yet be sure of this: the kingdom of God is 
very near." I tell you, on that day it will not go as hard with Sodom as with that town.' 
The seventy-two came back rejoicing. 'Lord,' they said, 'even the devils submit to us when we use your name.' He 
said to them, 'I watched Satan fall like lightning from heaven. Yes, I have given you power to tread underfoot  
serpents and scorpions and the whole strength of the enemy; nothing shall ever hurt you. Yet do not rejoice that the 
spirits submit to you; rejoice rather that your names are written in heaven.'
