Reflection  9.4.2023 SUNDAY of the RESURRECTION 
Reproduced from God’s Word 2023: Daily Reflections, published by St Pauls Publications, Strathfield  
 

All of the Gospels stress that Jesus’ resurrection was completely unexpected by his disciples, even though Jesus 
had told them on a number of occasions that he would rise from the dead. It seems they did not understand what 
he was saying. In today’s Gospel we see Mary Magdalene going to the tomb early in the morning while it is still 
dark. She is like you and me going to the cemetery to visit the grave of someone we love who has died. She is   
going to mourn, to grieve, to remember him, perhaps even to ask the question ‘why’? Though she doesn’t expect 
an answer. When she finds the stone rolled away and the tomb empty, she is shocked and confused. She thinks 
someone has stolen the body. The thought that he has risen doesn’t enter mind. 
Later, while still searching, she meets a man she thinks is the gardener and she asks him if he knows where they 
have put Jesus’ body. The person says simply ‘Mary’ and suddenly, totally unexpectedly, she realises that she is 
in the presence of the risen Christ. 
 

We also will meet the risen Christ in unexpected moments during this Easter season. Surely we will meet him in 
the Mass and in the sacraments, and in moments of prayer. But, like Mary, we will also meet him in our brothers 
and sisters, perhaps in the gardener, or in the stranger you meet along the way, or in those in need: ‘For I was    
hungry and you gave me to eat, I was frightened and you comforted me, alone and you came to see me’. Then, 
like Mary, our joy will be full.

The 

cross is a sign of  Jesus' resurrection and  

triumph over death, and is our symbol of hope 

and new life. 

The letters alpha and omega, the first and last 

letters of the Greek alphabet, symbolize the 

belief that God is eternal.

First Reading Acts 10:34, 37-43 
Peter addressed Cornelius and his household: You must have heard about the recent happenings in Judaea; 
about Jesus of Nazareth and how he began in Galilee, after John had been preaching baptism. God had anointed 
him with the Holy Spirit and with power, and because God was with him, Jesus went about doing good and   
curing all who had fallen into the power of the devil.' Now I, and those with me, can witness to everything he 
did throughout the countryside of Judaea and in Jerusalem itself: and also to the fact that they killed him by 
hanging him on a tree, yet three days afterwards God raised him to life and allowed him to be seen, not by the 
whole people but only by certain witnesses God had chosen beforehand. Now we are those witnesses - we have 
eaten and drunk with him after his resurrection from the dead - and he has ordered us to proclaim this to his   
people and to tell them that God has appointed him to judge everyone, alive or dead. It is to him that all the 
prophets bear this witness: that all who believe in Jesus will have their sins forgiven through his name.' 

Responsorial Psalm Ps 117:1-2, 16-17, 22-23 
R. This is the day the Lord has made let us rejoice and be glad. 

Second Reading 1 Corinthians 5:6-8 
You must know how even a small amount of yeast is enough to leaven all the dough, so get rid of all the old 
yeast, and make yourselves into a completely new batch of bread, unleavened as you are meant to be. Christ, 
our passover, has been sacrificed; let us celebrate the feast, by getting rid of all the old yeast of evil and        
wickedness, having only the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth. 

Gospel Acclamation 1 Corinthians 5:7-8 
Sequence 

Christians, to the Paschal Victim offer sacrifice and praise. The sheep are ransomed by the Lamb; and Christ, 
the undefiled, hath sinners to his Father reconciled. Death with life contended: combat strangely ended! 
Life's own Champion, slain, yet lives to reign. Tell us, Mary: say what thou didst see upon the way. 
The tomb the Living did enclose; I saw Christ's glory as he rose! The angels there attesting; shroud with           
grave-clothes resting. Christ, my hope, has risen: he goes before you into Galilee. That Christ is truly risen from 
the dead we know. Victorious king, thy mercy show! 

  

Alleluia, alleluia! 
Christ has become our paschal sacrifice; let us feast with joy in the Lord. Alleluia! 

Gospel Matthew 28:1-10 
After the sabbath, and towards dawn on the first day of the week, Mary of Magdala and the other Mary went to 
visit the sepulchre. And all at once there was a violent earthquake, for the angel of the Lord, descending from 
heaven, came and rolled away the stone and sat on it. His face was like lightning, his robe white as snow. The 
guards were so shaken, so frightened of him, that they were like dead men. But the angel spoke, and he said to 
the women, 'There is no need for you to be afraid. I know you are looking for Jesus, who was crucified. He is 
not here, for he has risen, as he said he would. Come and see the place where he lay, then go quickly and tell his  
disciples. "He has risen from the dead and now he is going before you to Galilee; it is there you will see him." 
Now I have told you.' Filled with awe and great joy the women came quickly away from the tomb and ran to tell 
the disciples. 
And there, coming to meet them, was Jesus. 'Greetings' he said. And the women came up to him and, falling 
down before him, clasped his feet. Then Jesus said to them, 'Do not be afraid; go and tell my brothers that they 
must leave for Galilee; they will see me there.'

My dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
  
If you search “Jesus” on Wikipedia you will find the following: Jesus of Nazareth (ca.4 BC – AD 30–33), commonly 
referred to as Jesus Christ or simply as Jesus or Christ, was a first-century Jewish preacher and religious leader; 
he is the central figure of Christianity, the world’s largest religion.  Most Christians believe he is the incarnation 
of God the Son and the awaited Messiah (the Christ) prophesied in the Hebrew Bible.  
  
What is interesting about this entry is that since I last looked, someone has removed the line, “that he rose from 
the dead after being crucified”. 
  
It is a simple portrayal not accurately described which is not surprising in today’s world, where often only the 
appealing or comfortable bits of a story are recounted.  This description is more or less accurate but powerless 
and impersonal.  
  
Saint Paul recalls “we believe that having died with Christ we shall return to life with him” (Romans 6:8).  This is 
why the Son of God took flesh and broke into human history as the God-man Jesus Christ.  This is why he was 
crucified.  This is why he rose from the dead with all authority and promised to be with us to the end of time - to 
create a people whose sins are forgiven, and whose hearts are full of the love of God, and who are so animated 
by the victorious Christ, that they spend their lives with challenges and sacrifice and charity to assist others know 
and enjoy the magnitude of Jesus Christ for all eternity. 
  
As we journey together through this most holy of weeks, I would invite you to spend some time, both                
individually and with our community of the Church, to recognise Jesus as the Christ.  Remember that he is the 
lover of our souls, and his passion and death are for the forgiveness of our sins.  
  
As we probe the mystery of faith, I pray that our words and actions, our love and compassion, might reveal to 
the world that Christ, the true Christ, the ever-living Christ in the Church which seeks to preach him, in whose 
body we are formed, is the saviour of the world. 
  
Is this not what we were made for?  Is there not something in your own soul that witnesses to you that this is 
true and worthy of full acceptance? 
  
May the blessings of Christ, crucified and risen, be yours this Easter.
