REFLECTION— 9th February 2025

Jesus demonstrated his unfamiliarity with the culture of fishermen on three counts. While the crowd was large, a fishing
boat was hardly an appropriate choice for a podium from which to teach. What's more, in asking Peter to move into the
deep and let down his nets, he proved that he knew nothing about the way in which fishermen plied their trade. They
invariably used two boats in tandem with one net stretched between them. They then manoeuvred their boats to encircle
the fish before dragging their catch into the nearest boat. Moreover, no experienced fisherman would dream of paying
out his nets for a catch in broad daylight, Fishing was a night-time occupation. Daytime was for preparations. Still, Peter
complied with Jesus' suggestion, humouring him rather than anticipating a catch of any worth. The huge, unexpected
catch struck him immediately as miraculous, making him conclude that he was in the presence of holiness. The only
response he could think of was to declare his unworthiness.

Without agreeing with Peter or uttering even a single word of criticism, Jesus invited Peter and his companions to a very
different kind of fishing: enticing people to experience the in-breaking presence of God in the world. That's a deep-water
venture if ever there was one! The disciples' experience on the lake that day led them to trust Jesus. Can we trust Jesus
enough to embark on a similar venture?

THE LITURGY OF THE WORD

First Reading - Isaiah 6:1-8
A reading from the prophet Isaiah
In the year of King Uzziah's death I saw the Lord seated on a high throne; his train filled the sanctuary; above him stood
seraphs, each one with six wings.
And they cried out one to another in this way, 'Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of hosts. His glory fills the whole earth.’
The foundations of the threshold shook with the voice of the one who cried out, and the Temple was filled with smoke. I said:
'What a wretched state [ am in! I am lost, for I am a man of unclean lips and I live among a people of unclean lips, and
my eyes have looked at the King, the Lord of hosts.'
Then one of the seraphs flew to me, holding in his hand a live coal which he had taken from the altar with a pair of tongs.
With this he touched my mouth and said:
'See now, this has touched your lips, your sin is taken away, your iniquity is purged.'
Then I heard the voice of the Lord saying:
"Whom shall I send? Who will be our messenger?'
I answered, 'Here I am, send me.'

Second Reading - 1 Corinthians 15:1-11

A reading from the first letter of St Paul to the Corinthians

Brothers, [ want to remind you of the gospel I preached to you, the gospel that you received and in which you are firmly
established; because the gospel will save you only if you keep believing exactly what I preached to you - believing anything
else will not lead to anything.

Well then, in the first place, I taught you what [ had been taught myself, namely that Christ died for our sins, in accordance
with the scriptures; that he was buried; and that he was raised to life on the third day, in accordance with the scriptures; that
he appeared first to Cephas and secondly to the Twelve. Next he appeared to more than five hundred of the brothers at the
same time, most of whom are still alive, though some have died; then he appeared to James, and then to all the apostles; and
last of all he appeared to me too; it was as though I was born when no one expected it.

I am the least of the apostles; in fact, since I persecuted the Church of God, I hardly deserve the name apostle; but by God's
grace that is what I am, and the grace that he gave me has not been fruitless. On the contrary, I, or rather the grace of God
that is with me, have worked harder than any of the others; but what matters is that I preach what they preach, and this is
what you all believed.

Gospel - Luke 5:1-11

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Luke

Jesus was standing one day by the Lake of Gennesaret, with the crowd pressing round him listening to the word of God, when
he caught sight of two boats close to the bank. The fishermen had gone out of them and were washing their nets. He got into
one of the boats - it was Simon's - and asked him to put out a little from the shore. Then he sat down and taught the crowds
from the boat.

When he had finished speaking he said to Simon, 'Put out into deep water and pay out your nets for a catch.' 'Master,' Simon
replied 'we worked hard all night long and caught nothing, but if you say so, I will pay out the nets.' And when they had done
this they netted such a huge number of fish that their nets began to tear, so they signalled to their companions in the other
boat to come and help them; when these came, they filled the two boats to sinking point.

When Simon Peter saw this he fell at the knees of Jesus saying, 'Leave me, Lord; I am a sinful man.’ For he and all his
companions were completely overcome by the catch they had made; so also were James and John, sons of Zebedee, who were
Simon's partners. But Jesus said to Simon, 'Do not be afraid; from now on it is men you will catch.' Then, bringing their boats
back to land, they left everything and followed him.

DAY 1: TUESDAY 13 MAY 2025 - DEPART
FOR GREECE

DAY 2: WEDNESDAY 14 MAY - ARRIVE
ATHENS

Athens todoy is the thriving capital of Greece,
but, more impartontly, we have entered into
the world of the New Testament where St Poul
and his companions estoblished the first
Christlan communities throughout his four
missionary joumeys.

On arrival in Athens we will be met and
transferred to our centrally located hotel.

DAY 3: THURSDAY 15 MAY - ATHENS AND
ANCIENT CORINTH

Theme: The Athenians & The Corinthions

When St Powl first came to Athens it was
predominantly a aity which worshipped pagan
gods. St Paul wos taken before the city councll
ot the Areopagus Hill, a rough outcrop of
limestone rock from which he preached the
Gospef message to the Athenilan philosophers
{Acts 17:16-21).

We begin our pilgrimage with a tour of
Christian Athens including the Acropolis,
the Areopagus where St Paul delivered his
famous sermon about the identity of “the
Unknown God® (Acts 17:15-34). View the
Ancient Agora and the Plaka (Old Greece)
and explore the Parthenon.

Also see the Kallimarmaro Stadium, dating
back to 3308C and restored for the first
modern Olympic Games held here in 1896.
Journey out to Ancient Corinth this
afternoon where the apostie Paul lived for
almost two years, teaching the people the

Word of God and converting many. Visit
the anclent ruins and see the site where he
preached the Gospel from the Rostrum.
See the Peirene fountain, and the &th
century BC Temple of Apollo before an
outdoor Mass In this stunning pligrimage
setting. Finally, we come to Cenchreae,
the ancient port from where St Paul said
farewell to the believers and departed for
Ephesus (Acts 18:18).

Athens overnight (BD)

DAY 4: FRIDAY 16 MAY - ATHENS TO
KALAMBAKA

This moming we begin our day at the
fascinating Acropolis Museum, built to
house every artefact found on the rock of
the acropolis and the surrounding slopes.
We continue north today to Meteora and
to the small town of Kalambaka bullz at the
foot of the majestic grey rocks.

DAY 5: SATURDAY 17 MAY - METEORA

Theme: The Monastics

We spend some time today marvelling at
this unique phenomenon of nature - 24
perpendicular rocks where 600 years ago
Byzantine monks chose to worship God
and build their Monastic community of
Meteora. We will visit some of these living
monasteries and view the extracrdinary
collection of priceless religious frescoes
and other treasures that will make this a
remarkable vsit.

DAY 6: SUNDAY 18 MAY - KALAMBAKA
TO KAVALA
Theme: The Bereans & The Thessolonions

Today we journey north by coach to
Berea (modem Veria). The “Bema” - an
Impressive monument to Paul - Is believed

to Incorporate the steps from the original
synagogue from which he preached the
gospel to the Jews, who welcomed the word
of God and began to study the Scriptures
(Acts 17:10-12).

Continue on to Thessaloniki, Greece’s
second dity, founded in 315 BC, and where St
Paul preached during the winters of 49-50AD
and wrote the two epistles to the ancient
Thessalonlans. It was here that he established
the first Christian Church in Europe.

Our visit will iInclude the ramparts of the
city, the triumphal Arch of Galerius, as well
as the Rotunda where we can see pleces of
the pulpit from which Paul preached. View
the Roman Agora where he also preached.
Nearby we shall visit St Demetrios’
Church dedicated to a Roman soldier who
converted to Christianity and was later
martyred. View its valuable mosaics and
frescoes before descending into the crypt
where we find the remains of some ancdent
Roman baths and streets.

Continue east along the ancient route

of the Apostle Paul to the port city of
Kavala (ancient Neapolis), once named
“Christoupolis” after being the first
European city to accept Christianity. It was
here that St Paul, St Timothy and St Silas
first landed from Troas (Acts 16:11), one
of the great moments in the history of
Christianity in Europe.

DAY 7: MONDAY 19 MAY - PHILIPPI
Theme: The Philippians

Artse and journey along the ancient route of
the Apostle Paul to nearby Philippi, named
after Philip 11, father of Alexander the

Great. It was here that St Paul won his first
European convert, a woman named Lydia,
from the city of Thyatira (Acts 16:12-40).
Viait the Baptistery of Lydia for a beautifiul
outdoor Mass on the River Zygaktis



and renew our Baptismal wows. Visit the
marketplace (where 5t Faul and 5 Slas
weere brought before the rulers) and the
distern which tradition ideniifies as the place
wihera 5t Faul was imprisoned. in the ancient
theatre we wil haar the story of Pauls arrest,
imprisonment, and miraculous release.

On arrival we will be
transferred directly to the Athenian port of
Firaeus to embark our boat transfer to the
Dodecanese lsland of Patmos, where 5t John
the Beloved wrote the Book of Rewalation.

Theme: The Patmosians

Lying bepaesn the slands of Leros and
lkaria ks the ‘ascetic shaped’ Patmos, called
the Jerusalern of the Aegean’ due to the
owerwhielming atmosphere of the island
during the great celebrations of Christianity.

We begin our day with a walking tour of the
main square of the village of Chora. This

is the traditicnal settlement and capital of
Fatmos, where the narmow strests were
diasigned to ward off pirates over the
centuries. Ascend to the Monastery of

5t Johin the Beloved, a huge fortress-like
busilding datimg from the 11th century, for a
wvisit and celebration of Mass.

Cwr exploration of this lkdng monasterny will
culminate with time in the actual Cave of
Revelation where God chose to reveal to
5t John the mysteries of the last book of the
Bible - the Apocalypss.

The cave is now ait the foot of the monastery,
wihich houses priceless icons and

manuscripes, sacred relics, and vestmeants
embroided with sikver or gold threads and
bejeweled with precious stomnes.

Later continue to the active Convent of
Evangelismos (Annunciation) built by

thee hieromonk Mikiphoros who was oured
from the plague after praying to 5 Luke the
Evangelist. Visit the Convent of Zoodochos
Pigi with icons dating from the 16th to the
18th century. Fimally, we will emjoy a short
scenic towr of the island.

Virgin Mary where it is sad Mary spent the
later years of her life. We celebrate our group
Mass here in one of the chapels.
