Families from the Corpus
Christi community have been supporting the house in
Marrickville for the last 15 years. There are approximately
20 families/ people, who provide a frozen home cooked
meal in a tinfoil container (Glad tuckaway box
20x18x5cm), once a month, which is collected by one of
the volunteers at their home on a Sunday morning. They
are all then taken that afternoon in Eskies to Don Bosco
House in Marrickville. At the moment the drivers are only
having to deliver twice a year.
