Dear Parishioners 
 
We all want to live ‘ eternal life’, life in God, as the lawyer in 
today’s Gospel puts it.  Jesus tells the lawyer we can have such 
life if we love God wholeheartedly and love our neighbour as 
ourself.  Similarly, in the passage from Deuteronomy, we hear 
that it is through keeping the commandments that we return to 
God with all our heart and soul.  We can take heart too that this 
law is not beyond our strength or our reach.  In fact it is very 
close, in our mouths and in our hearts!  The lawyer is taught 
that Jesus is this law brought to perfection.  As Paul tells us in 
his letter to the Colossians, now the Church, of which we are a 
part, is Christ’s body and Christ is its head.  Christ Jesus who 
lives so closely in us is the image of the unseen God.  As we 
reflect on our life over this past week, and endeavour to live 
more fully in Christ in the week to come, let’s pray with the 
psalmist, ‘ In your great love, answer me, O God, with your help 
that never fails: Lord, answer, for our love is kind; in your 
compassion, turn towards me.
