livelihoods. Sustainable Development
Goal 6 commits the world to ensuring that
everyone has access to safe water by
2030, and includes targets on protecting
the natural environment and reducing
pollution.

When we neglect our ecosystems, we
make it harder to provide everyone with
the water we need to survive and thrive.
Nature-based solutions have the potential
to solve many of our water challenges.
We need to do much more with ‘green’
infrastructure and harmonize it with ‘grey’
infrastructure wherever possible. Planting
new forests, reconnecting rivers to
floodplains, and restoring wetlands will
rebalance the water cycle and improve
human health and livelihoods.
