The smallest 
actions of love charm the heart of God and allows us to make 
this world a better place leading to everlasting life in the next. 
We do not drift into this kingdom or find ourselves within it by 
default.

It takes great daily courage to take these words to heart but 
when we do our lives, our often very humble lives, attain a 
meaning and depth that cannot come from human sources.  
Judgement will be made, not upon what presentation we may be 
able to drum up at the lastminute, but rather on what we do  
day-by-day when no-one is around.  When we trust the plan that 
God has for our lives, the grace of the Spirit opens our eyes to 
infinite vistas in the confined spaces of our daily life.
