WORLD DAY OF PEACE 2018: Pope Francis’
Message for the 51st World Day of Peace (1 Jan
2018) invites Catholics to embrace those who
endure perilous journeys and hardships in order to
find peace. He urges people of faith to turn with a
“contemplative gaze” towards migrants and
refugees, opening our hearts to the “gaze of faith
which sees God dwelling in their houses, in their
streets and squares.”

In his Message, Pope Francis echoes St John Paul Il
and Pope Benedict XVI, pointing to war, conflict,
genacide, ethnic cleansing, poverty, lack of
opportunity, and environmental degradation as
reasons that families and individuals become
refugees and migrants. Four “mileposts for action”
are necessary in order to allow migrants, refugees,
asylum seekers, and trafficking victims the
opportunity to find peace. These actions include:
Welcoming, Protecting, Promoting & Integrating.

We are encouraged to read and reflect on Pope
Francis’ Message which is themed: Migrants and
refugees: men and women in search of peace. The
full transcript is available on the parish website at
www.stives.dbb.org.au under the News tab.
